The Co-Chairs are involved in an annual week-long 

celebration at beginning of May. 

_____ School Technology Committee: Ongoing team that builds ideas and streamlines the PTSA technology and 

communication processes via website, newsletter, e-mails, etc.  The team works directly with the VP of 
Communications. 

_____ Weekly Newsletter: Manages and edits the information for publishing in the Charger Chatter, a weekly

_____ School Pictures: Coordinates with third party vendor and Executive Team in providing logistical support for 
day of photos which are taken in the Fall and made available to the Yearbook.
